Presentation and discussion of the first version of R2.1 Action Plan for the survey for students and academics and presentation of the first draft of the questionnaire for students and academics (UniFg)
Fedele starts presenting the Action Plan for students and academics needs survey (full presentation here). He underlines that SAFETY project is aimed at:
· better understanding target groups perception/view and the conceptual boundaries of the current educational offer and related methods/contents
· defining WHAT to evaluate, HOW to do it, WHEN to carry out the survey process, WHO involve , which METHOD to conduct the evaluation
The partners discuss about the possibility to translate the surveys into their national language. They decide to conduct the internal pilot in English and then each partner will decide whether translate the survey to have higher qualitative results or in case the answers are less than expected (in this case, sharing a questionnaire in National languages could ease its completion by the students). 
UniFg will prepare a list of questions to be asked by the Academic partners to the students after the pilot questionnaire to get feedback on the questionnaire they completed and getting suggestions for improvement. One of these questions will concern the language used (too difficult to understand, terms too specific, etc.).
UniFg will share the sample of the targets to be reached in the pilot phase and a preliminary action plan before the presentation of the final version of the questionnaires. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Francesco (UNIFG) starts presenting the first draft of the questionnaire for students and academics, it is divided in three parts: 
· 1st section: opinions on Emergency educational system in general and own availability (readiness) to employ advanced simulation tools for learning.
· 2nd section: choices about the preference selection on alternatives conveying information about 
 		i) three categories of technical skills; 
		ii) if no technical skills are needed;
		iii) the method to supply the course among e-learning, face to face;
		iv) possible feedback needed; 
		v) the duration of the course expressed in hours; 
		vi) and the price one would be willing to pay for such a course.
· 3rd section:  demographic and socio-economic aspects, portraying the respondent profiles. Eight questions are posed regarding: 1) gender; 2) age; 3) respondents residence; 4) country where they work/study; 5) activity carried out; 6) year of the course being enrolled; 7) Medicine sector dealing with; 8) income category (closed question)
The questionnaires for both target groups are quite similar. The methodologies that will be applied in the project are choice experiment and latent class model in order to investigate cluster parameters for sample segmentation and finally understand preferences heterogeneity across classes.
Gianluigi (UNIFG) adds that he has supported Francesco in implementing statistical analysis. The minimum number of replies is higher than the one indicated in the project. We should exploit the number of Associated Partners, as the project aims at achieving target groups in the whole EU. 
By the end of March 2021 (half-way of the two months of investigation, that is planned to start on 01.03.2021) there will be an intermediate check on the number of respondents and quality of the answers provided. In case the number of answers received is lower than expected, the partners will define an additional strategy for increasing this number. 
Roberta (UniFg) underlines that the aim of the questionnaire for students is to evaluate how they perceive their education and their feelings about it. The focus on simulation will come later. SAFETY project aims at the creation of a training program that could be useful for all European countries, both the ones that already use simulation to train students and the ones that do not do it yet. It is important to find a meeting point. 
As it is important to avoid any kind of misunderstanding, the partners decide to change some terms within the questionnaire that could be misleading (e.g. “attending” will be replaced by “consultant” and “facilitator” will replace “trainer”). To make thing easier, if needed, UniFg will add also a sort of glossary. 
The partners decide to add a session where the attendees will be asked to leave their mail addresses to have the possibility to receive the results of the analysis once completed (this session will be compliance with GDPR rules). 
UniFg will modify the questionnaire accordingly to the feedback received during the meeting.
